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Learning to Study the Bible


Tools for Study the Bible- Bible, Bible Dictionary, Concordance, Greek/Hebrew Dictionary

The best way to study the bible is to “Open my eyes, that I may see wondrous things from Your law.” Psalm 119:18. 

After a simple reading of the text we may retain little information. We need to read and observe what the bible has to teach us and realize you cannot go to one place and find out what you need to do to be pleasing to God or to answer a question, it most often requires going to several passages to get the full picture. Observing helps us to retain much more of the information in our minds.

Introduction: The Background

1st Peter is a letter of trials and how to bear them.  He says all Christians will be tempted, and includes some of the same teachings in the book of James about temptation.  The subject of "suffering for the Lord" seems to be prominent in the mind of Peter.  Under persecution, Christians needed encouragement from such great men as Peter.  (Notice Peter's references to suffering, temptation and persecution in 1:6; 3:14, 17; 4:12, 13, and 16.)

Date. Nero, the Roman Emperor, had begun to persecute Christians in many parts of the world, as the Roman Empire covered much of the known world at the time.  If this book is dealing the persecution by Nero (who died in 68 AD) it is then written near or after the time of Paul’s death. The book also makes references to Paul’s writings and time needs to be allowed for copies to be distributed. The date of the letter is about 64 or 65 AD.
