Lesson Plan: 2 &3

Class:  2yr old

Title / Subject:  Gideon

Key Scripture: Judges 6-8

Specific Class Objectives:

By the end of the class, students will be able to –

1. Sing with classmates and teacher

2. Sit in Chair through entire class.

3. Identify Gideon as “God’s Helper”

4. Be able to repeat certain key words of the story of Gideon when questioned

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Use Felt Board to tell the story of Gideon

2. L2: Make & color paper horns in class and discuss what purpose they served.

3. L3: Paint (Watercolor) & Color pictures of Gideon’s army drinking water, and the horns and torches from the battle.

Out-of-class:

1. Encourage to be God’s Helper like Gideon at home.

Horn Instructions:

Cut top right corner off at a curve, starting about 3” in from the right top, and ending about 3” down from the right top. Have children color the paper and then roll up paper and tape the edges together to make a horn.

Specific Class Objectives:

By the end of the class, students will be able to –

1. Sing with classmates and teacher

3.Identify Saul as “God’s Servant” 

4.Be able to repeat certain key words from the story of Saul becoming King when questioned.  Be able to identify Saul as obeying God in the story of the Ammonites (although this story is very brief, and some of the major details involve gouging out eyes, and cutting up a cow into many pieces, I will emphasize that Saul obeyed God in this story, but focus mainly on him becoming King for a second class period).

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1.  Go over lesson in Bible story book

2.  Talk about how we were “helpers” this week.

3.   Color Picture of King Saul

Out-of-class:

1. Be “God’s Helpers” By Helping out at home

Class:  2yr old

Title / Subject:  Saul Disobeys

Key Scripture: 1 Samuel 13-15

Specific Class Objectives:

By the end of the class, students will be able to –

1. Identify that Saul was disobedient to God

2. Repeat key elements of the story of Saul disobeying 

3. Sit in chair through entire class.

4. Sing and participate with teacher.

The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Paint with Water Colors picture of Saul.
