Title/Subject:  The Burning Bush:  God Calls to Moses

Key Scripture:  Exodus 3

Specific Class Objectives:

3. Continue to work on reciting the 1st memory verse

3. “Burning Bush” color sheet

4. Activity – Paste bush on construction paper and paste red, orange and yellow tissue paper, like flames, coming out of the bush.

5. Sing – various songs, including OT books song

6. Review story using ABeka cards

7. Review the previous lesson using ABeka cards

8. Review memory verse #1

3. Read and tell the story of the Passover

7. Sing – various songs, including OT books song

8. Review story using ABeka cards
