A. Lesson Content (the facts/stories that will be covered in this lesson)
      1.  Nebuchadnezzar’s son, Belshazzar, became the next Babylonian king.

2.  Belshazzar saw the mistakes his father made, not believing in God, and the hard lessons he learned.

3.  Belshazzar should have ruled his kingdom, giving God the glory, but instead he worshiped idols.

4.  Belshazzar had a celebration and had the holy cups from the Temple of the Lord brought to him.

5.  Belshazzar had drink poured into the cups and passed them around for everyone to drink.

6.  Belshazzar and the people drank from the holy cups praising their idols, not God.

7.  A hand appeared on the wall and wrote a message:  Mene, Mene, Tekel, Upharsin.

8.  Belshazzar was scared by this and called for wisemen to tell him the message.  

      9.  His wisemen could not tell him so he called for Daniel.

10. Daniel reminded Belshazzar of what the Lord did to his father for disobedience and the Lord would punish him as well.

11. Daniel told Belshazzar that God was going to end his rule as king, destroy his kingdom, and new people, the Medes and Persians were going to rule.

12. Belshazzar gave Daniel a new robe, gold chain, and made him third ruler in the kingdom.

13. That same night, Belshazzar was killed and the Mede, Darius, was made king.
