Where do we read of God's plan? The Bible, the one story
of God's family. It has different parts, sections, eras.
Use the large Bible... outside labeled "Bible", "One Story"
Inside a puzzle showing the 8 eras.
Show the "fan" of 8 eras... introduce how the eras go
together to form a complete rainbow of colors.
Have children put era cards in order as teacher discusses
each era.
The Bible is all about GOD... His plan, His family, His
promises, His love...

Tower of Babel
Genesis 11:1-9
Pre-Class Activity: Have children trace and cut out bricks from brown
construction paper. Have them stamp the word "Babel" bricks for their
Bible word banks.
Group Time: *Begin with prayer.
*Use the black light story of Noah's Ark to review Lesson
8, Noah's Ark. Emphasize how wonderful God has always been to take
care of those people who try to follow and obey Him.
*In today's lesson, we will learn how some people did not
remember to give God the glory and respect He deserves and how God
helped them learn this lesson.
*Today's lesson: What was the first thing God made?
How did He do it? What else did He make? Where did He put Adam
and Eve to live? What wonderful thing did He do for Noah and His
family? How should people of long ago. who knew of these things, acted
toward God? (love, respect, glory, worship)
Well, the people forgot about giving God the glory He
deserves...(continue with Bible story) Remind the children that this is
another family story from God's book...from the stage when God is
preparing the people for Jesus, the era called "Creation and Fall."
*Use bricks to have children get involved in the
story-telling.
*Follow-up questions:
1. What did the people want to build?
2. How many languages did they speak before they began building?
3. What did they use to build their tower?
4. They wanted to build it so tall that it would reach ______.
5. Whose name did they want to be glorified and made famous?
6. God had a plan of His own. He wanted His own _____ to
be glorified.
7. What did God do to stop the people from building their
tower?
8. God scattered the people _______ all over the Earth.
Activity: *Have each child paint a "Tower of Babel" using tall, narrow
sheets of white paper. Encourage them to try and make their towers
reach the top of the paper, BUT it cannot, remember??? God would not
allow the people to reach the heavens. His name needed to be glorified.
Add cloud at the top that says "God's name shall be known ."
*Have children glue follow-up questions on the back of their
towers, so that they may review the lesson at home.
