Title / Subject:  Day One - God made light

Key Scripture: Genesis 1:1-5

Overall OT Objectives supported in the class period: 

1. God made everything.

2. God loves us.


3. Everything that God made is good.

Specific Class Objectives:

1. Children should feel happy and comfortable in class.

2. Children should be encouraged to say “Bible”.

3. Children should be able to open a Bible and show God’s Words.

4. Emphasize that God made light (day and night). 

5. God said, “It is good.” Children encouraged to say “good”.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Bubbles, Bible related toys or props, visual aids, songs, and
Cheerios.

2. A small Bible for each child, songs, and encouragement from the

teachers

3. Each child is encouraged to open his/her Bible to find God’s

words.

4. Use a piece of black foam core board for the “dark” and a 
flashlight for the light. Have a small flashlight for each child 
to shine on the dark. Take up flashlights.

Hand each child a white square of foam felt and a black square 
of foam felt. Repeat dark and light or day and night while 
showing the appropriate color.

Take home activity for God made light.

5. Try to get the children to say “good”. After saying it is good 
several times, say, “It is …(pause hoping they will say good).

Out-of-class:

1. Parents can be positive and upbeat about going to Bible class. 

2. Parents can use take home activities and songs to reinforce the 
lesson.

Title / Subject:  Day Two - God made Clouds and Sky of Blue

Key Scripture: Genesis 1:6-8

Overall OT Objectives supported in the class period: 

1. God made everything.

2. God loves us.


3. Everything that God made is good.

Specific Class Objectives:

1. Children should feel happy and comfortable in class.

2. Children should be encouraged to say “Bible”.

3. Children should be able to open a Bible and show God’s Words.

4. Emphasize that God made the sky with clouds above and water below. 

5. God said, “It is good.” Children encouraged to say “good”.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

2. Bubbles, Bible related toys or props, visual aids, songs, and
Cheerios.

2. A small Bible for each child, songs, and encouragement from the

teachers

3. Each child is encouraged to open his/her Bible to find God’s

words.

4. Review dark and light with flashlights.

Have a paper sack filled with “clouds” (cotton balls) ready to sprinkle on the table for you children to touch and feel. Talk about God making the sky and clouds. Show picture visuals of sky or sky and sea. Sing verse of creation song for day 2.

 Take home activity for God made sky and clouds.

5. Try to get the children to say “good”. After saying it is good 
several times, say, “It is …(pause hoping they will say good).

Specific Class Objectives:

1. Children should feel happy and comfortable in class.

2. Children should be encouraged to say “Bible”.

3. Children should be able to open a Bible and show God’s Words.

4. Emphasize that God made the dry land and all plants. 

5. God said, “It is good.” Children encouraged to say “good”.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

3. Bubbles, Bible related toys or props, visual aids, songs, and
Cheerios.

2. A small Bible for each child, songs, and encouragement from the

teachers

3. Each child is encouraged to open his/her Bible to find God’s

4. Review days 1 and 2 with flashlights, cotton balls, and songs. Have a paper sack filled with silk flowers for children to hold and “smell”. Talk about God making the dry land and all plants. Show picture visuals of land, plants, fruits, and vegetables. Sing verse of creation song for day 3. Take up flowers and pass out plastic fruit. Sing song. Take up fruit.

 Take home activity for God made plants.

5. Try to get the children to say “good”. After saying it is good 
several times, say, “It is …(pause hoping they will say good).

4. Emphasize that God made sun, moon, and stars. 

5. God said, “It is good.” Children encouraged to say “good”.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

4. Bubbles, Bible related toys or props, visual aids, songs, and
Cheerios.

2. A small Bible for each child, songs, and encouragement from the

4. Review days 1-3 with props and songs. Use star bottles (water bottles filled with half corn syrup, half water, and star confetti or glitter – sealed shut), picture visuals or flannel graph as props. Talk about God making sun, moon, and stars. Sing verse of creation song for day 4. 

 Take home activity for God made sun, moon, and stars.

5. Try to get the children to say “good”. After saying it is good 
several times, say, “It is …(pause hoping they will say good).
