Specific Class Objectives

1. Children should feel happy and comfortable in class

2. Children should be encouraged to say words: Bible, Baby, Moses

3. Children should be able to open a Bible and show God’s words

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Going to class activities: cars, mirrors, attendance pouch

2. Our “Bible” activities:  Hold Bibles and sing several songs about using our Bibles.  (See songs attached)

3. Look at large, very simple, picture book of baby Moses.

4. Hand out baskets, blankets and babies to talk about baby Moses

5. “Color” picture of baby Moses; paint picture of baby Moses.

6. Give them baby Moses in basket activity (see folder)

7. Use black light and black light pictures of baby Moses to tell story.

8. Use flannel board and figures to tell story of baby Moses.

Out-of-class:

1. Parents encourage children about coming to class

2. Parents can use take-home coloring sheet, painting sheet, Moses in basket activity to talk about Moses.

Class:  Older 1 year olds

Title / Subject:  Hannah Prays to God

Key Scripture:  I Samuel

1.  Teach students that we pray to God.

2.  Teach students what to pray and be thankful for.

Specific Class Objectives

1. Children should feel happy and comfortable in class

2. Children should be encouraged to say words: Baby, Hannah, pray, God, food, clothes, family, toys, Bible, church, Bible class

3. Children should be able to open a Bible and show God’s words

4. Children will be answer questions about the story of Hannah.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Going to class activities: cars, mirrors, attendance pouch

2. Our “Bible” activities:  Hold Bibles and sing several songs about using our Bibles.  (See songs attached)

3. “God Has a Plan” song with their pictures.

4. Use Abeka cards that tell story of Hannah.  Talk about pictures.

5. Use Hannah puppet to tell story.

6. Use baby dolls to show baby Samuel

7. Color or paint various pictures of Hannah praying or a child praying.

8. Use flip-chart books to show things we pray for and thank God for.

9. Sing songs about Hannah and Samuel.

10. Have each child participate in a “round-prayer” started and ended by the teacher.

Out-of-class:

1. Parents encourage children about coming to class

2. Parents can use take-home coloring sheet to talk about lesson.
