Lesson Plan: Segment 5, Lessons 1-13

Class: Older One Year Olds

Title / Subject:  Samuel

Key Scripture:  I Samuel 2 and 3

Overall OT Objectives supported in the class period: (Overall objectives can be created by the teacher or copied from the list previously provided of “Big Picture” OT objectives.)

1. Children will know the story of Samuel

2. Children will see how Samuel was a special helper to God.

3. Children will learn that we can also be helpers to God and others.

Specific Class Objectives

1. Be able to say the words:  Samuel, Hannah, Eli, priest, temple, helper, God, Bible, Bible class, Jesus

2. Be able to help teacher tell the story of Samuel.

3. Know basic facts of Samuel:  Hannah’s son, Hannah gave him to God, Hannah brought him a coat every year, Samuel helped Eli in temple, God called Samuel in the night, Samuel was called to be a special helper for God and His people.

4. Better know the songs we sing in class.

Activities:


The following activities will be used to achieve these objectives –

In-class:

1. Read story of Samuel in simple Bible story book.

                   2. Use Abeka cards on the story of Samuel.

3. Use stickers to encourage students to say their Bible “words”

4. Sing the songs and encourage students to sing along.

5. Use different activity sheets and coloring pages for the children to do and talk about the story as they color, paint, glue, etc.

Out-of-class:

1. parents should “talk up” class so children will be excited about coming each time.

2. Use take home sheets to review story.
